e Organize a tasting tour or an art swap night.
e Create opportunities for children (like an Easter egg hunt or playdates).
11. Be Patient and Persistent
e Building relationships takes time; don’t get discouraged.
e Continue making efforts, attending events, and engaging with neighbours.
12. Encourage Group Participation
e Create opportunities for collective activities like community clean-ups or food drives.
e Invite longtime residents to share their experiences and knowledge.
13. Follow Up
e After gatherings, send a message to neighbours expressing appreciation for their participation.
